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CHAPTER 3: SCOPE
SECTION 3.1: To the Installer
The purpose of this manual is to familiarize the installer and purchaser with the proper installation and operation of this system.  It is 
essential that this equipment be properly installed and operational before the window is used in conjunction with the public. In the 
United States, ANSI Standard 156.38 applies. Other local standards or codes may apply. Use them in addition to the ANSI standards.

The owner should determine the window is operating properly and should immediately call for service if there is any malfunction. All 
installation changes and adjustments must be made by qualified, NABCO trained technicians.

If after troubleshooting a problem, a satisfactory solution cannot be achieved, please call Nabco Entrances at 1-877-622-2694 between 
8 am – 4:30 pm Central time for additional assistance. All installation changes and adjustments must be made by qualified, NABCO 
trained technicians.

SECTION 3.2: Objective
Bumpout Convenience Windows were developed for commercial use in businesses that offer Drive-Thru service and are energy 
efficient. The objective is to increase server productivity.

CHAPTER 4: INSTALL THE BUMPOUT WINDOW

SECTION 4.1: Inspect the Rough Opening
1. Ensure the Rough Opening equals: Package Width  + 1/4 inch on each side, and Package height  + 1/4 inch on Top and Bottom.
2. Ensure the Rough Opening is level. If the bottom is not level, be prepared to shim the unit.
3. Inspect the area around the rough opening. There should be no obstructions that will interfere with the installation or 

performance of the unit.
4. Clean away any debris in and around the rough opening.

a.	 If there is an existing window, it must be removed safely, and stored away from the installation area.
b.	 Any existing debris, metal chips and caulking must be cleared away.

SECTION 4.2: Secure Window Frame to Building

Ensure there is proper reinforcing in wall to anchor unit properly.

Notice: The GT-1505 Convenience Window is assembled at the NABCO Entrances Factory. No disassembly 
is required. If any part of the GT-1505 Bump Out Convenience Window is disassembled during 
installation, it will be the responsibility of the Installer to return the Unit  
back to its original factory condition.

1. Go to the bottom of Window (at the back). Remove (6) 10x24 Flat Head screws to remove (1) Access Cover. Set aside.
2. Insert the Window into the Rough Opening so the Bumpout is on the Exterior side.
3. Shim the top, bottom, and sides of Window Frame so it is plumb and level. It is recommended to use a (4) foot Level.

Do Not drill into electrical wiring within Jamb Tubes. Drill within 3 inches at the Top and Bottom only.

4. Mark and drill a minimum of (2), 1/4 inch diameter screw holes (within 3 inches) from the top and bottom in each 
Jamb Tube.
a.	 It is recommended to countersink each screw hole. 
b.	 Use an appropriate tap drill to drill a pilot hole.

6. Apply a caulking bead between the Window Unit and Rough Opening (inside and outside).

CHAPTER 5: GENERAL WIRING

Shut OFF the installation site, branch Circuit Breaker. Failure to do so may result in serious personal or 
fatal injury. When uncertain whether power supply is disconnected, always verify using a voltmeter.

All high voltage electrical connections must be made by licensed electricians according to National  
and Local electrical codes/regulations.

Attention:  Electrical circuit to Nabco operator must not be not shared with other equipment such as lighting,  
cash registers, or any device that might cause electrical interference on the circuit.

Note: All power wiring and component wiring has been pre-installed at the NABCO Factory. Only the Junction Box must be 
connected to a power supply by a licensed electrician.

CHAPTER 6: ADJUST THE DRIVE BELT
Note: Adjust the Drive Belt only if it is too slack/too tight causing the Convenience Window not to open/close properly.

1. Go to the Idler Pulley. Loosen (2) Nuts.
2. Go to the Adjustment Bracket. Loosen (1) Jamb Nut.
3. Turn the Adjustment Bolt:

►► Clockwise to tighten the Drive Belt   
►► Counter Clockwise to loosen the Drive Belt

4. Retighten (1) Jamb Nut and (2) Nuts.
